General – overall impression

· This OP is strong evidence for me that you’ve really found your main career path for now Daniel. You certainly seem to be on your path of mastering this particular field of interest and I am delighted to see how much focus and genuine curiosity are leading you further into this and how you are creating emotional, financial, intellectual and ethical/social balance balance in your life as you are moving ahead. 
Highlight – this was outstanding

· Creating a Learning Module to go with your OP – what a great gift to the GU community! 

· This is a super thorough exploration of a field of study that you have been really advancing Daniel, to a point where it could be hard for people without your specialized knowledge to even comprehend. Congratulations for still making it really well accessible and understandable and fun to read! 

· Based on your way of writing I feel great trust in your thorough understanding of what you are talking about, as well as in your positive humbleness to explore further in those areas where you are not so knowledgeable yet or that might just be ever changing. 
Potential for change – what could have been done differently or needs to be revised
· For the next OP I want to encourage you to learn more about what conclusions and reflections can mean and look like and really expand on your writings/skillls in these two areas and fully utilize their potential for your own growth. They can both be highly beneficial to your overall experience of working and learning, so I am curious to see how you can strengthen your muscles here. 

· You are really good in turning what you read and hear into new texts and materials! Your resource review seems really tiny for this big OP, and I would appreciate if you put in a little bit more time in gathering the pieces that you’ve been collecting (books, quotes, notes from course work, websites, videos etc.) into a shape and form that you can use as a comprehensive annotated resource review that meets the overall quality of the rest of your work.  It will also grow into a really solid knowledgebase for your own future use.

Some of your writing of the past seems to be enriched by your journalling practice at that time. An upgrade to your OP work would be to include a section with journal excerpts. If you can, quote yourself reflecting (maybe even from emails or letters to friends) and make it visible as a learning journal entry in your next OP, and if possible, even add a section to this OP (again, the appendix is a good place for this). 

All these points are really potent pieces for me and I’m hoping you’ll use the opportunity of your last OPs to hone these skills. 

Detailed comments on each Output element 

Title Page
· I found it a little bit misleading when you wrote: “This OP….serves as a content course.” As it is not the OP but the program you attended that fulfills the content course requirement. 

· To me this is a very well written short introduction spanning from the specifics of what you did to the big picture of what this means to us as human beings/designers of our homes and gardens. It also at the same time is personal (= easy access + connection) as well as broad (= highlighting the meaning of this work and showing its importance). Great!

Personal Pathway
· How and why did you choose these pictures and what is it that you’re telling us with them? I missed annotations here. 

· I found it really helpful to read this chronological overview of everything you did related to this larger and longterm project!

· Great bridge to understand the following parts of the OP within the context of what happened as well as what was at the core of your decisionmaking.

·  The images and snippets of stories on the side with your family or the landscape did capture my attention, at the same time I also found them a little bit distracting, it felt a little bit as if you’ld open doors to different topics, raising curiosity and then not following those threads with your writing. My question for you to take with you here: How can you use your rich and picturesque writing skills to weave images and thoughts like these into your story in such a way that they can actually strengthen the focus for the overall golden thread?

Designing Photovoltaic Systems
· Yes, you are continuing to write in a brilliantly engaging, easy to understand way while capturing complexity, awesome!
· PG&E – sorry, that abbreviation came in too abruptly for me... Photovoltaics Something & Energy? Sorry, please explain.
· Mindful Design could be another subtitle, as what you’re writing here goes beyond the topic of „loads“. 
· The importance of metering.... I love how your keen eye for unrighteousness spots so many (potential) sources of conflict Daniel! Did you ever consider investigative political journalism as a side career? Honestly I think it is one of your greatest strengths and gifts and I can see much beauty coming from it into the world the more you continue to find your own balance and sense of wellbeing with this sharp outlook into the world. 
· It  seems to me like a comprehensive collection of what to take into consideration when designing a solar system, in a very helpful order as well, giving me enough detail to have an idea and also poiting out where to research for more and what else to consider for a specific project.  
Installing PS
· Concise, clear, easy to understand as well as awe-inspiring! 
Conclusion and Reflection
· Yes, here again: the training you received in itself is enough for meeting the content course requirement. 

· About the conclusion: A conclusion could include many of the things that you already named within the different chapters of this OP. Then what you have written in your reflection really reads like the conclusion to me – basically a description of where you have arrived. Maybe this image can illuminate the difference: After hiking a hundred miles up to the mountain top, even blindfolded for the last part maybe,  when you get there and stop and open your eyes and lift your head again… what do you see? The description of where you have arrived – that’s the conclusion. Then the reflection is thinking back to when you were still walking and harvesting in detail what you’ve done that worked well, what didn’t, how you did it differently than the last time, what exactly did you do and why? It is what helps you to bring your skill of OP writing to new levels by consciously pulling out of yourself the details of all the many miniature decisions you made and how they influenced the outcomes.
