· Be more specific in your analyses of what you did, as well as in your design. I personally recommend that when you have answered a questions, to look at that answer again (and again!) closely and really determine what it specifically means what you wrote. 

· As the depth of your analytical skills grows by training yourself to ask lots of sharp and wise questions, your ability to hold and move forward more complex projects will increase and the scope and scale of your projects will grow. 

· You write that asking the “right questions” is a key – what is it that makes a question the “right” one in a situation? What (different and diverse) qualities can a question possess?

· For the process reflection… This again can be taken to another level, e.g. by finetuning your OP design (e.g. letting yourself be inspired by other associates or design modells that you come across, maybe from the online orientation) and analysing for yourself how the different questions, procedures, structures etc. influenced the OP creation process this time.
