General – overall impression
- Your projects are strategically well aligned with your goals and vision, as well as fitting the niches that you have available in terms of time, space, partners etc., which is really good. What needs to be expanded upon for the next OPs is to practice design methodology, experiment with design models and schemes and gain practice and confidence in that. 
Highlight – this was outstanding
· Seeing the results your efforts brought about for your immediate surrounding was inspiring to me,  as well as the strategic collaboration with “I Give” and Fadi. 
Requirements – what needs to be revised for this OP or done differently for future OPs

· Design Tools: Play and experiment and further hone your OP design – what elements can you find in other people’s OPs that could be beneficial for your own documentation/reflection process? Search specifically for models/schemes that you could apply. 
· What design tools and models can you find in your orientation material or others’ portfolios that you have not tried out yet in your projects and that might fit to your work? It is important to familiarize yourself with these models. They can be glasses through which you look at a certain project or circumstance and thus change your perception towards that of a designer.  By going through the motions of a design process, no matter how tiny a project might be, you can learn these techniques in an embodied kind of fashion. 
· I have read now a couple of times that you “could not do a design for a garden just yet”. I want to challenge you on this by saying: You can do it Nadia! One simple way is to start with looking at a similar project (scope, climate, budget, size…, maybe see if you can find something online, post on the Gaia U forum, ask Fadi if he knows anything…) and see how you could translate what they did into your particular setting. By going through the motions of creating a design for a specific place (even if just your windowsills), practicing the thinking steps (e.g. going through each permaculture design principle and finding ways to apply it to your home scenario) as well as the drawing/sketching, and documentation, you will then grow faster into the mindset and skillflex of a designer. Even if these first designs will be having less than optimal solutions and need a lot of refining, you will still practice your skillflex. 
Recommendations – what could be done differently that could be beneficial

· Goals: I think they are very well formulated, as they are much more specific this time, as are many of the indicators. Looking at those indicators I would however encourage you to be even more specific with some of them. How would you know and feel that your networking efforts have been successful? It is really about the number of partners? Then which number would be a success? 5? 10? My guess is that there are other factors as well that can be “measured”, even if not in a numerical way (or put in different words: clearly seen) like shared projects, an exchange of knowledge… whereas other outcomes might not be so satisfying for you (e.g. just having organizations on your “partners” webpage, but without any real connection happening). The reason why I would encourage you to look even closer on this is because your imagination of it and the clarity that you can muster has a power in its own and will likely direct your focus and efforts, consciously as well as subconsciously, into that very direction as well as attract support from the people around you. 

· Results of your home garden project: In addition to the names of plants and photographs I would like to know how having these is affecting your life at home, the conversations you have, the benefits that the plants are bringing (even if they are “only” ornamental and not edible. Are there noticable benefits for the air? For insect life? For your children? All of these things and more are potential outcomes and therefore good to know and to communicate, also to the people who might be interested in starting similar experiments. The internet might offer studies and articles in English that explain more about the benefits of having plants at home. Yes, it does take time to develop relationships with plants, as well as their different uses. What could be a plant that your husband could find joy in having around? Is there any kind of spice or herb that he could enjoy? Having him as an ally might potentially propel your project. This is probably true for your children, too. Some ornamental plants have medicinal uses – that could be another worthwhile thing to research.
