· Personal Input
Good section on evidence of your actions – nice images and the functional images…but little too light on relevant information and reflections. 
The plant inventory section is blank.

This section is missing some important data –

· Why you and why those tasks? This info is missing in the overall OP – what was (is) your clear intention on working this farm…explicit.

· Where all of this fits into the auto-ethnography of Carite? Where is the plan to fit all the 2013-2014 tasks listed?

· Of the actions done - what went well? Challenges? Something to do different?
· Future Opportunities for the Farm
Great brainstorm of future possibilities for the farm – are this your ideas?

What about the ideas of your family? Hector? Other people involved?
Nice visual imagine of the future opportunities.
· Reflections
Great idea to track the time it takes to create an OP – very useful for planning and GTD smoothly.

All of those conversations and planning meetings with your uncle- should be included in some way in this OP – to give the actions the context and the learnings the evidence. 

Would love to hear more detailed reflections about your learning process and skilling efforts – referring back to your LIPD would be great.
