Feedback – I would love to see a cumulative feedback tracker.
Presentation and Organization – Writing and professional organization of OP high quality upon entry into MSc. Overall excellent use of mixed media throughout all the OPs. Likewise, for structure. Your thoughts are very organized and easy to navigate. You managed the OP Bus process and submission well and met several of your target dates. Renegotiated as needed. Great engagement with and communication with Advisor. Clearly incorporated suggestions and feedback from Advisor into OP production.
Design – Each OP has a clear section on OP and project design. OP 5 has an overview and cumulative summary of evolution of design as a practice.
Action Learning – World context societal/ecological implications/needs/impacts of a project were always addressed in each OP. I appreciate each OP was structured in a way that very much considered the political/patrix framing of your projects – quite impressive. You’re very much an expansive and integrative thinker. Good balance between thinking and doing, reflecting and trialing. It seems that the weak point is defining the experiment in a structured way, so it’s explicit. At times I’m not sure I understand why, when, or how you’re intervening. I’d like to see further use of metrics for assessment. 

Process Skills – You deliver content in an accessible, relevant, and replicable manner. You are a teacher and archiver of tools when you share your offerings. You’re considerably talented, especially with collaboration and leadership. Your OPs have a lot of great critical thinking of the field and context, with an even rich assessment. Very impressive annotations in resource review (extensive – well exceeds requirements).
Outcomes – Wonderful personal and professional development archived throughout your portfolio. Your OPs are very rich in professional skill building and personal relections (especially in life updates). You’re VERY engaged in strategic projects, so many of them.  Lot’s of on the ground doing – impressive! Exciting! Synergized! You have a website(s) and a blog for dissemination. You have a vast international network and travel to events, also cross-pollinating/disseminating your thinking.
