The description of the project and the why are clear and precise. 

The section of the un/learnings and pattern could use some editing for better understanding – especially on the last paragraph regarding your new proposal to the municipality and the collaboration with SERES.

Great video of SERES – inspirational!

Journal notes are a nice complement on this project – well done for attaching them here. Would recommend adding the complete dates. When is last month? When did you write the journal? When was the last month you worked for the community gardens?
Interesting reflections and insight on this journal and amazing pictures – looks great! What a good project to be involved with!
On the timeline I recommend adding the year on the dates. Will you be working on this project from afar?? Is there already an agreement with SERES?
OP4 Finca Carité Puerto Rico

Change the title of the image. 

Love this family project! The site looks amazing and your vision of it too. 
Be aware that creating a family demonstration center (and any other project) does not only imply a physical design of the place but a carefully participatory design on the organizational and social structures that would sustain it. I will love to share my experience and tools with you regarding this. 
In the timeline I notice that the action would take place this year between April and June, but the OP creation on this subject will be created a year after – I recommend you do an analysis of the challenges and opportunities that this will create on the Op creation process and design a way of documenting on site as much as you can + other appropriate strategies. 
Managing my LIPD

Important to expand your learning goals beyond the documentation skills with GUI. What other personal, professional and project skills do you want to achieve during this cycle? How would the project chosen support these learning intentions? I recommend adding a skillflex mind map to create a baseline as indicator for future un/learnings.
